	Name of Topic: Nutrition

Lesson Name: Foods We Eat
How does this lesson relate to student goals and interests? Students expressed an interest in Health and Nutrition. Food is a common element that all students can participate in at some level.



	Goal/Objective 

Students will be able to….

1. recall previously learned food vocabulary,
2. identify at least 3 of the foods they eat at each meal, 
3. recognize the past tense form of eat, and produce questions and sentences using past tense models with 80% accuracy, 
4. orally differentiate the present and past tense of the verb ‘to eat’ with 80% accuracy, and
5. write a 3-5 sentence paragraph accurately summarizing what they ate.


	Standards/Benchmarks

	Activities:

1. Warm-up: to review the concept of ‘meal times’ ask, “What time do you eat breakfast? What time do you eat lunch? What time do you eat dinner?” Write the times on the board. -- Introduce ‘snacks’, and eating between meals. Ask, Does anyone eat snacks?

2. Tell the students to think about yesterday. Ask, “What food did they eat yesterday?” Review the past tense of “to eat”. 

3. Divide the students into groups or pairs and have them fill out the chart, “Yesterday, I ate...” Allow time for them to ask each other what food they ate for breakfast, lunch, dinner and snack.  

4. Ask each group to report to the class what they ate. Write the foods on the board under the meal they were eaten. Are they the same? Different? Unusual?

Pictures of different foods for review from picture dictionary and magazine collages students created in previous class.

	Wrap-up/Reflection

Have the students do a practice drill by going around the room and asking each other “What did you eat for _____(e.g. breakfast) yesterday? Answer, “I ate____(e.g. cereal).”

If time allows, expand by comparing the past tense “I ate” and compare to the present, “Today, I am eating…” and future, “Tomorrow, I will eat…”

Talk about the activity. What did they learn? Were students able to use the correct structures and apply the vocabulary accurately?


	Assessment

Students will be able to respond orally to past tense questions using correct food vocabulary.

Students will write accurate sentences on lined paper stating the information obtained from the handout.
