1. What would you like to see or learn from viewing and discussing the video?

2. If you teach the kind of content or skills taught in the videos you are about to view, (for example, ratios and proportion, or the present continuous tense) what is your own teaching approach? How do you teach this? Discuss:

a. Your typical objectives for this kind of class

b. Typical kinds of materials you use

c. Typical challenges for your students

JUST AFTER you view the video, take a couple of minutes to make notes on the JUST AFTER Notes Sheet. Note:

1. practices you like or don’t like, 

2. questions you would like to ask the teacher or students, and

3. other questions or surprises.

WHILE DISCUSSING a video, consider:

1. your JUST AFTER Notes – what did you like/not like, and why?

2. your questions,

3. surprises, if any, and

4. what you might like to do differently with your students, how you might like to do it, and what steps you might take next.
